
Martin Warriors vs. Mansfield Summit Jaguars                                       

 

Game Summary: 

Warrior pitcher Matt Hendrix came ready to pitch against the Summit Jaguars in a district 

showdown on Friday night, the Warrior hitters forgot to bring their bats.  This unfortunate 

combination produced a 1–0 win for the Jaguars. 

 

Lefty Matt Hendrix stifled the Jaguar hitters throughout the game and walked away with a No 

Hitter.  Along with no hits, Hendrix struck out 12 while only walking 3.  Summit pushed across a 

run in the first inning with two outs when an error on a fly ball to the outfield allowed a Jaguar 

base runner to score.  The Jaguars never seriously threatened the remainder of the game.     

 

The second and seventh innings were Martin’s best scoring opportunities, but both times they 

came away with no runs.  In the second inning, the Warriors loaded the bases.  With one out, a 

shallow pop fly dropped in the outfield, but Summit managed to turn it into a double play.  All 

runners had to hold their ground to see if the ball would be caught.  When it wasn’t, Matt 

Eschete was forced out at second base and Brandon Turner was gunned down at third. 

 

In the seventh inning, Coleman Jensen led off with a double to leftfield.  He advanced to third 

with one out on a wild pitch.  After the second out was made, Trenton Buchhorn stepped to the 

plate and drop a low liner into shallow leftfield that looked like it would score the tying run.  

Unfortunate for the Warriors, the Summit outfielder made a diving, game-saving catch to end the 

game.
