Game Summary

of the 1% the Colts began their offensive attack by scoring 4 runs on just 2 hits and 2 walks. The
Warriors answered back in the bottom of the 1% on singles by Alec Shurack and Mitchell Peck.
With some strategic base stealing and a pass ball by the Colt catcher, the Warriors were able to
get 2 across the plate. In the top of the 2™, the Colts scored another 2 off of a hit and a walk.
Unable to answer back in the bottom of the 2™, the Warriors left 2 runners stranded after singles
by Shurack, Travis Barkhurst and a double by Nathan Gourley. In the top of the 3" the Colts
only got 1 hit, scoring none. In the bottom of the 3™, the Warriors were unable to get runs across
from a double by Alex Bradley and a single by Nick Hendrix. The top of the 4™ was a 3 up/ 3
down inning for the Colts. In the bottom of the 4™ Peck hit a 2 out single, Bradley hit a single to
move Peck around who then scored on a wild pitch. Collin Day reached on a dropped 3" strike
and Russell Bellomy was hit by a pitch. The Warriors left 2 more stranded with a fly to center for
the 3" out. In the top of the 5", despite a Warrior fielding error allowing the first batter to reach,
Hendrix struck the 3 following Colt batters out to retire the side. In the bottom of the 5" Shurack
hit a 2 out single but was left stranded. It was a 3 up/3 down 6" inning for both the Colts and the
Warriors. The top of the 7" the Colts scored 1 run on a walk and 2 hits. In the bottom of the 7",
Gourley, the 2™ batter hit a double and Brady Harvey followed with a walk. Runners were on 2™
and 3", after a double steal. Shurack was hit by a pitch and the bases were loaded with 2 outs.
The Warriors left those 3 stranded to end the game for a total of 13 stranded runners for the game.
