Martin Warriors vs. Aledo Bearcats 
Game Summary:

The Warrior went quietly in the first two innings with only Blake Egly spraying a single to right field before being erased by a double play.  The game was scoreless after two innings.

Blake Johnson led off the third inning with a walk followed by Travis Barkhurst’s four-pitch walk.  B.Johnson scored on Coleman Jensen’s double to right centerfield and Barkhurst moved to third base.  Clint Crabtree stroked a single straight away centerfield scoring Barkhurst and moving Jensen to third base.  Collin Lawrence collected a RBI on a fielder’s choice to the second baseman.  After a Ricky Swink single and a Blake Egly walk, Chris Chapin plated a run on a bases loaded walk to give the Warriors a 4 – 0 lead.  Unfortunately, the Bearcats responded with 4 runs of their own in the bottom half of the third inning to tie the score.

Neither team managed any runs during the fourth and fifth innings.  Danny Flores singled to left centerfield for the Warriors’ lone hit in those two innings.

The sixth inning started with Chris Chapin and Brandon Turner each worked walks from the Aledo pitcher.  Both runners were able to move up a base on an Aledo wild pitch.
