Batting first, the Vikings started hot.  Viking batters collected six hit and 4 runs in the top of the first inning.  After the rough start, Blake Johnson settled in and limited the Vikings to just 1 hit over the next three innings.  It was now up to the Warrior offense to go to work and reel the Vikings in.    

After leaving 2 runners stranded in the first inning, the Warriors came up big in the second inning by scoring 3 runs.
