Martin Warriors vs. Arlington Colts
Game Summary: 
In the Championship game of the Arlington Colt JV Tournament, the Martin Warriors took on the host, Arlington Colts.  The Warriors advanced to the Championship by defeating the Seguin Cougars and the Lamar Vikings.  The Colts defeated the Sam Houston Texans and Flower Mound.  

Martin took control of the game early as starting pitcher Carson Johnson faced the minimum number of batters over the first four innings.  For the game, C.Johnson allowed 3 earned runs on 3 hits and 4 walks while striking out 4 Colt batters.  Ricky Swink took over in fifth inning and pitched shutout ball allowing only 2 hits and 2 walks while ringing up 2 strikeouts.  C.Johnson got the win.
While the Warrior pitchers kept the Colts off the bases through four innings, the Warrior batters early in the first inning.  Coleman Jensen led off the inning with a single to left field and moved to second on a stolen base.  Jensen then scored on Clint Crabtree’s RBI single to left field.  The first inning ended with the score 1 – 0 in favor of the Warriors.    

In the third inning, Coleman Jensen hit his second single of the game.  Jensen advanced to second on a passed ball, then scored on an error by the Colt right fielder on a liner hit by Collin Lawrence.  Lawrence scored on Ricky Swink’s tapper back to the mound as the Colt pitcher lost track of Lawrence who was running on the play.  Martin then hit 4 straight singles by Brandon Turner, Blake Johnson, Chris Chapin, and Travis Barkhurst, but only 1 run scored as the Warriors were limited to one base at a time on each hit.  The Warriors were leading 4 – 0 after three innings.

Collin Lawrence began the fourth inning with a walk.  Pinch runner Austin Aspegren moved all the way to third base on a wild pitch by the Colt pitcher, then scored when the Colt catcher’s throw sailed into left field on the play.

In the fifth inning, the Warriors scored 2 more runs as Austin Aspegren reached base on an error.  The bases were then loaded as Matt Taylor and Trenton Buchhorn both drew walks.  Aspegren scored on Danny Flores’ fielder’s choice to the shortstop.  Clint Crabtree’s second RBI single of the night plated Matt Taylor for the Warriors final run.  

The Colts mounted a rally in the bottom of the fifth inning when they scored 3 runs on a single, 2 walks, and a 3 RBI double.  That was all the runs the Colts could manage as Ricky Swink recorded the final out of the inning, then held the Colts scoreless over the last two innings.

The final score of the game was Martin 7, Colts 3.  The Warriors claimed the Championship trophy of the AHS Colt JV Spring Tournament.  

The leading hitters for the game were Clint Crabtree (2 hits and 2 RBI) and Coleman Jensen (2 hits and 2 runs scored).  Blake Johnson, Ricky Swink, Brandon Turner, Chris Chapin, and Travis Barkhurst also had hits in the game.  Swink and Barkhurst also had an RBI.  

Defensively the Warriors had one of their best games of the season.  The Warriors did not commit an error during the game.  The Warriors ended a potential Colt rally in the third inning with a Blake Johnson (3B) to Trenton Buchhorn (2B) to Brandon Turner (1B) double play.  Martin also pulled off a double play in the sixth inning as Crabtree fielded a grounder up the middle, stepped on second, and fired to Brandon Turner at first base.  Collin Lawrence also helped shut down the Colts with a throw to first base to pick off a runner in the seventh inning.
The Warriors season record now stands at 10 win, 0 losses, and 1 tie and they have won the championship in both the Bowie Tournament and the AHS Colt Tournament.  Martin has a district record of 1 win and 0 losses.
