Martin Warriors vs. Arlington Colts
Game Summary: 
Game 2 of district play found the Martin Warriors facing the Arlington Colts, the same team that they played two days earlier in the AHS Tournament Championship game.  Blake Egly took the mound for the game at Warrior Field.  For the night, Egly allowed only 2 runs on 7 hits and 0 walks while ringing up 4 strikeouts.  Egly went the distance and collected his second win of the season. 

The visiting Colts jumped out to an early 2-0 lead in the top of the first inning on a Martin error and a couple of base hits, but the Warriors erased that by scoring 5 runs of their own in the bottom of the first.  After a couple of walks by Coleman Jensen and Collin Lawrence, a passed ball and a Blake Egly double down the left field line scored both runners.  With pinch runner Danny Flores at second base, Austin Aspegren walked and Carson Johnson singled to load the bases.  Brandon Turner brought Flores home with a ground ball to the first baseman.  Chris Chapin followed with a double to right field to plate Aspegren and C.Johnson.  The inning ended with Martin ahead 5-2.

The Warriors scored one run in the second inning when Coleman Jensen led off with a triple to the power alley in left and scored on a wild pitch.

Martin extended their lead to 7-2 in the third inning when Carson Johnson led off the inning with a walk.  Travis Barkhurst singled to bring C.Johnson home.  

In the fourth inning, Martin scored again when Clint Crabtree walked to start the inning.  Collin Lawrence reached base on an error by the pitcher on a bunt.  Crabtree scored Blake Egly’s bunt single to the right side of the infield.  Egly scored two batters later when Carson Johnson reached base on an error by the first baseman.  Two more batters walked, but the inning ended with Warriors on every base.  

The Warriors added another run in the fifth inning as Coleman Jensen reach first on a base on balls.  Clint Crabtree singled to make it 2 runners on base.  Fly balls to the outfield by Collin Lawrence and Blake Egly brought both runners around and Jensen scored.

The game ended early when the Warriors scored another run on a double by Carson Johnson and singles by Brandon Turner and Matt Taylor.  C.Johnson scored on Taylor’s hit.  The game ended with the Warriors comfortably ahead at 11-2.  

The leading hitters for the game were Blake Egly (3 hits and 2 RBI) and Carson Johnson (2 hits and 3 runs scored).  Travis Barkhurst, Matt Taylor, Chris Chapin, Brandon Turner, Clint Crabtree, and Coleman Jensen also had hits in the game.  Chapin’s hit drove in 2 RBI.  

Defensively the Warriors had an outstanding play when, on a double to the outfield in the fifth inning, the Colts tried to score from first base.  The outfield throw was sharp and shortstop Clint Crabtree through a strike to Collin Lawrence at home plate for the tag.
The Warriors season record now stands at 11 win, 0 losses, and 1 tie and they have a district record of 2 win and 0 losses.
