Martin Warriors vs. Lamar Vikings 
Game Summary: 
The Martin Warriors met the Lamar Vikings at Viking Field in the final game of the first round of district play.  Although the two teams had met in the Arlington Colt JV Tournament, they had not yet squared off in district play.  Lefty Blake Egly started the game for Martin and got the win for his 4-2/3 innings of work.  In that span, Egly gave up 6 runs (3 earned and 3 unearned) on 7 hits and 0 walks while striking out 7 Viking batters.  Seth Henry pitched in relief and held Lamar scoreless for the last 2-1/3 innings of play.  Henry gave up 1 hit and 3 walks while recording 2 strikeouts.  
Offensively the Warriors started the game strong with three consecutive singles by Clint Crabtree, Seth Henry, and Collin Lawrence.  Kameron Miller collected the first RBI of the night with a bases loaded walk as Crabtree strolled home.  Henry and Carson Johnson, pinch running for Lawrence, both scored when the Lamar left fielder misplayed Chris Chapin’s fly ball.  Miller and Chapin were stranded on base when the top of the inning ended.  Lamar failed to score in the first so the inning ended with Martin ahead 3 – 0.

The Vikings scored one run in the second inning, but Martin came right back in the top of the third inning with 3 more runs.  Collin Lawrence and Kameron Miller led off the inning with two straight singles.  Both runners advanced on Blake Egly’s sacrifice bunt.  Pinch runner Carson Johnson scored on Brandon Turner’s ground out to the first baseman.  After a walk by Ricky Swink, Miller scored on Austin Aspegren’s fly ball to center field.  Swink ran home when the Lamar first baseman errored on Coleman Jensen’s ground ball.  Aspegren and Jensen were left stranded on the bases at the end of the half inning.

The Warriors final runs came in the fourth inning as two insurance runs were added to the tally.  After Seth Henry was hit by a pitch, Kameron Miller singled to left field.  Henry scored on an error by the Viking second baseman.  Miller, who had moved to third on the play, scored in the next at bat when the Lamar catcher overthrew the pitcher after a pitch.  The fourth inning ended with the score Martin 8, Lamar 1.

Lamar managed to plate five runs in the fifth inning thanks to a couple of hit and two Martin errors.  The Warriors held on to an 8 – 6 lead after 6 innings and kept that lead for the remainder of the game.

Leading hitters for the Warriors were Collin Lawrence (2 hits, 1 RBI, and 2 runs scored) and Kameron Miller (2 hits, 1 RBI, and 2 runs scored).  Clint Crabtree, Seth Henry, Brandon Turner, and Austin Aspegren also had hits with Turner and Aspegren picking up an RBI each.  
The Martin JV extended their season record to 14 wins, 1 loss, and 1 tie.  Their district record after 1 round of district play stands at 5 wins and 1 loss.
