Martin Warriors vs. Bowie Volunteers
Game Summary: 
The beginning of round 2 of district play found the Martin Warriors facing the Bowie Volunteers, a team that they have faced twice already this season.  Both of the previous games, one in district play and one in a tournament, were won easily by Martin by an average of 12 runs.  

Carson Johnson took the mound to start the game at Warrior Field, but his night’s work was short as he lasted less than an inning.  C.Johnson gave up 3 runs on 1 hit, 3 walks, and several Warrior errors before ever recording an out.  Brandon Turner relieved for 5-1/3 innings giving up 2 runs on 6 hits and 1 walk while striking out 4 Volunteer batters.  Ricky Swink pitched the final 2/3 of an inning giving up 0 runs on 0 hits and 0 walks while recording 1 strikeout.    
The visiting Volunteers jumped out to an early 3-0 lead as Carson Johnson struggled with his control.  Once Brandon Turner entered the game, the Volunteers went quietly for the next four innings.  However, during that time the Warriors could manage only one run.  In the third inning, Coleman Jensen reached base on an error by the Vols third baseman and moved up two bases on Clint Crabtree’s fielder’s choice.  Jensen scored when Collin Lawrence grounded out to the right side of the infield.  After three innings the score was Martin 1, Bowie 3.

In the top of the fifth inning, Bowie scored another run three hits and a walk.  The Volunteers added a final run in the sixth inning on 3 more hits.  

The Warriors attempted a comeback in the bottom of the sixth inning.  Ricky Swink started the inning with a base on balls.  Swink moved to third base on Blake Egly’s single to right center field.  Martin now had runners at first and third bases with no outs.  Swink ran home on a wild pitch by the Bowie pitcher and Egly moved to third base.  After Matt Taylor walked, the Warriors again had runners at the corners with no outs, but the rally lost steam when Austin Aspegren grounded into a double play.  Egly scored on the double play, but now there were two outs and no runners on base.  The game ended as the next batter struck out.

The final score of the game was Martin 3, Bowie 5, giving the Warriors only their second loss of the season.

The leading hitter for the game was Blake Egly (2 hits and 1 run scored).  Clint Crabtree and Collin Lawrence also had hits in the game.    

The Warriors season record now stands at 14 wins, 2 losses, and 1 tie.  They have a district record of 5 win and 2 losses.
