Game Summary: 
For their second meeting of the season, the Martin Warriors traveled to Sam Houston High School to take on the Sam Houston Texans in a district match.  Ricky Swink started the game at pitcher for the Warriors and threw a complete game for the win.  For the game, Swink gave up 1 run on 2 hits and 4 walks while striking out 8 Texan batters.  Swink picked up his second win of the season.  
Martin scored in every inning of the game except the fifth and controlled the game from start to finish.  In the first inning, Clint Crabtree walked and moved to third on a stolen base and a throwing error.  Crabtree came home on Ricky Swink’s grounder to third base.  After moving up on a wild pitch, Swink scored on Blake Egly’s single to left field.  Chris Chapin put runners second and third when he cracked a double that hugged the left field line.  After Matt Taylor walked to load the bases, Austin Aspregren drew a walk and an RBI scoring Egly from third base.  Chapin, Taylor, and Aspegren were left stranded as the inning ended.

The Warriors added another run in the top of the second inning.  Clint Crabtree reached base on an error by the Texan third baseman.  After base on balls by Collin Lawrence and Ricky Swink loaded the bases, Blake Egly’s RBI fly ball to center field scored Crabtree.  The inning ended with Lawrence and Swink still on base.

Four more runs were tacked on in the third inning as the Warriors showed they could score with two outs.  A single by Austin Aspegren had him standing at first base as the second out of the inning was made.  Aspegren advance to second on a stolen base and to third on an overthrow back to the pitcher by the Texan shortstop.  A walk to Clint Crabtree put runners at the corners. Leading 13 – 0 and having given up no hits, all Ricky Swink had to do was get the Texans out in the fifth inning for the no-hit win, but the gods of baseball wouldn’t allow it.  With one out in the inning, a Texan hit found its way over the infield and dropped safety into left field.  The no-hitter was no more.  The Texans managed one more hit and scored a run, but it was not enough to spoil Swink’s fine outing.  The final score of the game was Warriors 13, Texans 1.  
The leading hitter for the game was Chris Chapin (2 hits and 1 run scored).  Collin Lawrence and Blake Egly each tallied 2 RBI for the game.  Ricky Swink, Egly, and Austin Aspegren also had hits in the game.
The Martin season record now stands at 17 wins, 2 losses, and 1 tie.  The Warriors district record moves to 7 wins and 2 losses.
