Chris Chapin reached base on an error and Coleman Jensen walked to load the bases.  Travis Barkhurst reached base on an error bringing home Egly.  Blake Johnson followed with a base on balls bringing home Chapin.  Jensen came home on Henry’s second hit of the inning.  With the bases still loaded with runners, Lawrence delivered the final blow by blasting a grand slam over the fence to score everyone.  The big inning ended with the Warriors comfortable ahead 11 – 1.
In the fourth inning, the Warriors added an insurance run on Carson Johnson’s bomb over the left field wall.  The Vikings went quietly in the fifth inning and the game ended with the score of Martin 12 and Lamar 1.
The leading hitters for the game were Seth Henry (2 hits, 2 RBI, and 2 run scored), Collin Lawrence (2 hits (HR), 4 RBI, and 2 runs scored), and Carson Johnson (1 hit (HR), 1 RBI, and 1 run scored).  Clint Crabtree, Kamaron Miller, and Blake Egly, also had a hit in the game.
