Martin Warriors vs. Nolan Catholic Vikings 
Game Summary: 
In the first round of the Bowie Volunteers tournament, the Martin Warriors took on the Nolan Catholic High School Vikings.  Strong pitching performances by starter Lance MarDock and reliever Matt Taylor led to a 10 – 1 victory.  MarDock got the win by throwing four overpowering innings giving up only 1 run on 2 hits, 4 walks, and recording 10 strikeouts.  Taylor continued the string of strong pitching by the Warriors by pitching a scoreless last inning.  Taylor allowed 0 hits, 1 walk, and had 1 strikeout. 

Offensively the Warriors started the game with two base hits in the first inning.  Both Coleman Jensen and Collin Lawrence stroked singles to left field, but a couple of strikeouts and a caught stealing ended the inning.

The second inning was almost a duplicate of the first as Blake Johnson and Travis Barkhurst pounded out singles to right field and left field respectively after two out in the inning.  Danny Flores followed with a walk to load the bases, but the Viking pitcher coaxed an inning-ending ground ball from the next batter.  After two innings, the game was still a scoreless tie.

Both teams went quietly in the third inning, but began making noise in the fourth inning.  Nolan got its leadoff batter on base by swinging at a wild pitch on strike three.  He reached base before the Warriors could make the putout at first base.  Two of the next three hitters looped soft singles into the outfield scoring one run.  The Nolan half of the inning ended when catcher Collin Lawrence retrieved an errant pitch at the backstop and fired a strike to MarDock covering home as the Viking runner tried to score.

In the Warrior half of the forth, Chris Chapin led off the inning with a bunt single.  Brandon Turner laid down a sacrifice bunt single to move Chapin to second base.  Blake Johnson then brought Chapin home with the first RBI of the night for the Warriors on a single up the middle.  But Martin didn’t stop there.  With two outs and B.Johnson on first base, Danny Flores and Coleman Jensen each reached base on Viking errors.  With the bases full of Martin runners, Clint Crabtree smashed a double down the left field line to bring all the runners home.  Collin Lawrence reached base on an error to bring Crabtree home.  After Ricky Swink stroked a single to left field, Chris Chapin got his second hit of the inning with a triple to left centerfield scoring 2 more runs.  Chapin then scored on Brandon Turner’s single to right field.  Turner moved to third base on two passed balls and Blake Johnson drew a walk.  The last run of the inning scored on a wild pitch by a worn out Viking pitcher.  

In all the Warriors scored 10 runs in the fourth inning on 6 hits, 4 errors, and 3 walks.  

The Vikings tried to rally in the fifth inning by getting two of their first three batters on base.  The rally died when Blake Johnson snared a hard grounder to third, tagged the runner, and completed the double play with an quick throw to first base.  

The Warriors were threatening again in the fifth inning, but time expired before they could score.

Defensively the Warriors were led by Collin Lawrence, Lance MarDock, and Blake Johnson.

Leading hitters for the Warriors were Clint Crabtree (1 double, 3 RBI, and 1 run scored), Chris Chapin (2 hits, 2 RBI, and 2 runs scored), and Blake Johnson (2 hits, 1 RBI, and 2 runs scored).  Coleman Jensen, Collin Lawrence, Ricky Swink, Brandon Turner, and Travis Barkhurst also had hits.  
The Martin JV extended their season record to 3 wins, 0 losses, and 1 tie.
