Game Summary:

Starting pitcher, Carson Johnson, struggled early, but settled down to collect the win 13 – 3.  For the game C.Johnson gave up 3 runs (2 unearned and 1 earned) on 3 hits and 4 walks while striking out 4.  Brandon Turner pitched the last 1-2/3 innings allowing 0 runs on 0 hits, 0 walks, and 2 strikeouts.   
Kennedale jumped out to a 3 – 0 lead after one inning on a combination of timely hits and Warrior errors.  While Clint Crabtree and Blake Egly reached base in the first and second inning respectively, the Warrior were unable to score either time.  That changed, however in the third inning.

In the third inning, the Martin bats came alive.  Danny Flores led off with a walk.  Coleman Jensen followed with a single to leftfield.  After Clint Crabtree was hit by a pitch to load the bases, Collin Lawrence drilled an RBI single to right field.  Ricky Swink followed that with an RBI single of his own to left field.  Crabtree was thrown out at the plate on a Blake Egly fielder’s choice, but the bases were still loaded.  Blake Johnson then shot a single up the middle for 2 RBIs.  Travis Barkhurst drove 2 more runs in with a single through the hole at shortstop.  The inning ended with Martin taking a 6 – 3 lead.  
Seven more runs were plated in the fourth inning as Martin continued to pound Wildcat pitching.  Clint Crabtree and Collin Lawrence each walked to start the inning and Ricky Swink was hit by a pitch to load the bases.  Blake Egly stroked a single up the middle to collect an RBI.
