Game Summary: 
In the semi-final game of the Bowie Volunteers tournament, the Warriors matched up against the host, Bowie Volunteers.  Martin had downed the Nolan Vikings and the Kennedale Wildcats to reach the semi-finals.  The Volunteers had a bye in the first round and beat the Sam Houston Texans in the second round.

Starting pitcher Austin Aspegren went 3 innings giving up 3 runs (2 earned and 1 unearned) on 2 hits and 4 walks while striking out three Volunteer batters.  Ricky Swink appeared in relief in the fourth inning and pitched the last two innings of the game.  Swink allowed only 1 run on 4 hits and 0 walks while recording 1 strikeout.  Aspegren got the win.

Martin was the visitors in this game and quickly pulled out to a lead.  In the first inning began with a Coleman Jensen bunt single.  Clint Crabtree followed with a walk and Collin Lawrence laid down a sacrifice bunt to move both runners up.  Ricky Swink followed with a walk that loaded the bases.  Carson Johnson stroked a double to left field plating Jensen and Crabtree.  Brandon Turner then laced a single to right center field to drive in two more runs before the end of the inning.
The Volunteers scored 1 run in the first and 2 runs in the second inning to draw within one, but the Warrior bats went back to work in the fourth inning.  Ricky Swink led off with a walk and Carson Johnson reached base on an error.  Brandon Turner loaded the bases with a walk before Ross Erickson singled to left field to drive in Swink.  Danny Flores also singled to left field to drive in C.Johnson.  An error on the play allowed both Turner and Erickson to score.  A wild pitch in the next Warrior batter allowed Flores to stroll home for the fifth run of the inning.

The Volunteers scored 1 run in the fourth inning, but it wasn’t nearly enough as Martin padded their lead in the fifth inning.   Collin Lawrence reached base on an error and Ricky Swink walked (again).  Carson Johnson’s fly out to center field brought in Lawrence.  Blake Johnson then singled to center field to put runners at first and third.  Ross Erickson delivered his second RBI single of the game to plate Swink. 

In the fifth inning, Martin scored 3 more runs to put the game away.  Ricky Swink singled to left field to get things started.  Carson Johnson reached base on an error and Blake Johnson singled to left field to load the bases.  Brandon Turner then drilled a double to right center field to bring all three runners home.  The scoring ended with Martin holding a commanding 14 – 4 lead.  Swink held the Volunteers scoreless in the fifth and the game ended due to the time limit.  
Leading hitters for the game were Brandon Turner (2 hits, 1 run scored, and 5 RBI), Ross Erickson (2 hits, 1 run scored, and 2 RBI), Carson Johnson (1 hit, 3 runs scored, and 3 RBI), and Blake Johnson (2 hits and 1 run scored).  Coleman Jensen, Ricky Swink, and Danny Flores each had 1 hit.  Danny Flores also had an RBI. 

The Martin JV record stands at 3 win and 0 losses for the tournament.  The Warriors move on to play the Kennedale Wildcats in the Championship game.  The JV season record is 5 wins, 0 losses, and 1 tie.
