Martin Warriors vs. Kennedale Wildcats – Tournament Championship 
Game Summary: 
The Championship game of the Bowie Volunteers tournament saw a rematch of the Martin Warriors and the Kennedale Wildcats.  Martin marched its way through the Winner’s bracket while Kennedale rebounded from a previous loss to the Warriors and gained access to the Championship game via the Loser’s bracket.    

Blake Johnson started on the hill for the Warriors and pitched six innings.  Johnson surrendered 5 runs (4 earned and 1 unearned) on 5 hits and 3 walks while notching 7 strikeouts.  Reliever Brandon Turner pitched the final inning of the game and recorded the win.  In his inning of work, Turner allowed 0 runs on 1 hit and 0 walks while striking out 1 Wildcat batter.  
While the Wildcats went scoreless in the first inning, Martin jumped to a lead by scoring three runs in their half of the first.  Coleman Jensen led off with a double to left field.  Collin Lawrence singled to drive in Jensen.  After stealing second base, Lawrence scored on Carson Johnson’s single to left center field.  C.Johnson stole second base, advanced to third base on an errant pickoff throw, and scored when the Kennedale continued to throw the ball around the diamond.  

In the second inning, the Warriors ran into trouble.  Kennedale scored 5 runs in the second inning on walks, a sacrifice bunt, and a couple of timely hits.  The big blow being a 3 run double by the Wildcat center fielder.  Over the next five innings, Martin pitching chocked off all other scoring tries by the Wildcats.
In the fourth inning, Martin struck for two more runs to tie the game.  Trenton Buchhorn led off with a base on balls followed by Danny Flores’ single to left center field.  Buchhorn scored when Coleman Jensen reached base on an error.  Clint Crabtree walked to load the bases with no outs.  Flores was erased by a controversial pitcher to catcher to first base double play that ended with Collin Lawrence being hit by the ball.  However, the umpires also ruled Lawrence out at first base due to interference.  It looked like Kennedale had just received the break they needed to keep control of the game.  Despite the 2 outs, Jensen advanced to third base on the play and Crabtree advanced to second.
