Martin Warriors vs. Bowie Volunteers 
Game Summary: 
In the first district game of the season, the Martin Warriors JV met the Bowie Volunteers at Bowie’s field.  Blake Egly handled the pitching duties for Martin and threw a complete game while picking up his first win.  Egly surrendered only 1 unearned run on 2 hits and 3 walks while striking out 6 Bowie batters.    

Offensively, the Warriors were in complete control scoring in every inning except the third.  In the first inning, Coleman Jensen managed to reach second base on an error by Bowie.  He scored on when Clint Crabtree reached base on another Volunteer error.

In the second inning, Martin brought the big bats out.  Carson Johnson singled through the hold at shortstop to lead off the inning.  C.Johnson moved to third on Austin Aspegren’s double to left center field.  Both C.Johnson and Aspegren scored when Travis Barkhurst reached base on an error by the first baseman.  With Barkhurst on first base, Coleman Jensen smashed a ball over the left field fence for a 2-run homerun.
