In the bottom of 3, Aaron Warren put the ball in play and reached on a San Angelo error.  Alec Shurack then hit for a bunt.  With 2 on and 2 outs, Ragira was intentionally walked loading the bases.  Trey Thompson was then hit by a pitch walking a runner home adding another to the Warrior total for 4. No runs with 1 hit for the Bobcats in the top of the 5th. In the bottom of 5, the Warriors started to pile on.  It began with a single from Carney and then Trey Kensing reaching on a fielder’s choice. Warren then reached on a walk. Shurack hit an RBI sac bunt to score Kensing’s pinch runner, Josh Beckham. Peck and Walker were then issued walks to load the bases with 2 outs.
